The manual also provi-
des the user with a technical understanding and basic
safety instructions to minimise risks when working with
the product, as well as to increase the product’s service
life.

The manual should be considered a part of the product
and should always be accessible and in close proximity
to the product.

Damage caused by improper use of the product will
result in:

+ the EC Declaration and CE certification being
voided.

The warranty period is one year from the date of pur-

chase and covers the product and its constituent parts.
All manufacturing defects are covered by the warranty.
FUMEX replaces defective parts in accordance with NL 17.

FUMEX is not liable for any consequential or incidental
damage, or any loss of income as a result of or in con-
nection with the warranty case.

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2 Safety

2.1 General

The product is safe to use. It is designed in such a way
that hazardous parts are only located in inaccessible
areas. Even so, if the product is not used correctly or
as intended, it may be hasardous to the user or cause
damage to the product.

2.5 General warnings

A The product must not be modified.

There is always risk associated with the
machine’'s moving parts (e.g. cutting, clam-

ping or gripping points).

In the event of fire, hatches or service doors
must not be opened.

Under no circumstances may water be used
to extinguish/cool in the event of fire or heat
build-up. A powder extinguisher or other sui-
table extinguisher must be used instead.

The machine must not be used in a potenti-
ally explosive atmosphere or to extract dust
and gases in explosive concentrations.

For maintenance work, where contact with
dust occurs, personal protective equipment
such as safety glasses, respiratory protec-
tion, and safety gloves must be worn.

Excessive vibration and overheating shorten
the lifespan of the fan.

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3.5 Function

FF 100 is a plug-in fan that is equipped with outgoing
air evacuation. The fan is available for both 115 V and
230 V.

Air is sucked via the inlet (1) through the impeller (2)
and sent out via the outlet (5).

On the control panel (6) there is a power switch/po-
tentiometer (7) that adjusts the airflow. The handle (4)
on the fan housing can be used for lifting the device.
The fan is equipped with an overload protecition. If

the overload protection is triggered, reset is done by
unplugging the fan and waiting until the temperature of
the motor has fallen.

Various accessories are available, including: various
classes/types/sizes of filters; suction nozzles and hoods,
portable trolley with rotating and lockable wheels,
adapter for exhaust air and equipment for fixed moun-
ting. Refer to Chapter 11 Accessories & Spare Parts.




4 Preparation for use

4.1 Transport & storage

Protect the machine and its parts from rain,
snow, aggressive atmospheres and other
harmful effects.

4.2 Electrical equipment
A Faults in the electrical system must be recti-
fied immediately.

Check all external wires as well as the power switch
and motor for visible external damage. Repair any da-
mage immediately.

4.3 Assembly & installation

National rules and regulations must always be adhered
to during assembly work.

4.3.1 Unpacking
1. Unpack the product carefully.
2. Check for any damage and missing parts. Contact

a local FUMEX representative directly if there is
damage or if parts are missing.

3. Dispose of the packaging material according to local
recycling regulations.

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5 Commissioning

5.1 Start-up

A Any detected faults must be rectified before
turning on the power.

1. Ensure that there are no loose items inside the fan.

2. Where applicable, connect the fan to the selected
accessory or ensure that it is securely mounted.

3. Connect the plug to the wall socket.

There may be a slight delay after power is
switched on.

4. Turn on the power switch.

5. Adjust the potentiometer to the desired level
between max and min to ensure that the impeller is
rotating without making any strange noises.

If the machine turns off automatically,
the power consumption is too high.

6. Turn off the fan.

The fan is now ready for operation.

6 Operation

Note that electronic equipment is always
sensitive to static electricity, high humidity,
high temperature, and power grid disruption.

6.1 Control panel

1. Power switch/Potentiometer
2. Power cord connector

The fan is turned on/off via the power switch (1). Regu-
lation of the fan's rotation speed is adjusted using the
potentiometer (1).

Make sure that all moving parts are secured to prevent
unintentional movement.

8.1 Cleaning

Do not use any sharp or pointed objects,
abrasive cleaners or coarse cleaning cloths!
Please be careful when cleaning the

impeller so that balancing weights do not
become dislodged.

The product should be cleaned with clean cloths and
neutral detergents to avoid damage.

8.2 Maintenance schedule

Depending on the changing operating con-
ditions between the different systems, the
intervals for recommended maintenance

may differ. Users should therefore determine
their own maintenance intervals.

The checklist for maintenance is designed for normal
use of the machine. The recommended intervals are
approximate and refer to the time after the first start-up.
